• Understand the importance of screening staff/volunteers who work with children 

and adolescents  
• Understand the importance of a well conceived one-adult/one-child policy 
• Have resources to react responsibly to incidents of child sexual abuse  
• Understand the proactive role youth-serving organizations need to take to protect 

children and educate their communities about child sexual abuse
